Yavapai Humane Society (YHS) provides compassionate care to lost 

and homeless companion animals including dogs, cats and equine. We 

administer medical treatment to injured and abused animals as well as 

offer helpful programs and services to the pet owners of Yavapai County.

ADOPTIONS
YHS is passionate about finding forever homes for the over 3,000 animals 

we rescue each year. We are dedicated to matching families and pets of 

all ages, sizes, and breeds.

LOST & FOUND
Our Lost & Found Pet Center reunites more than 600 lost pets from across 

Yavapai County with their owners each year. Lost pets are checked for 

tags, posted on Craigslist, and scanned for microchips in an effort to find 

their owners. 

EQUINE RESCUE
The YHS Equine Center houses, rehabilitates, cares for and place 

homeless equines into their new forever homes. This adoption focused 

program opened its doors in 2016 to help equines in need.

SPAY/NEUTER AND WELLNESS CLINIC

affordable spay/neuter and wellness services including low-cost 

vaccinations and microchipping.
